 Промежуточная аттестация по английскому языку в 9 классе проводится в форме 

контрольной работы, цель которой оценить подготовку учащихся 9 класса по 

иностранному языку( английский язык) с целью их промежуточной аттестации при 

переходе их в 10класс. Содержание данной контрольной работы определяется на основе 

Примерной Программы по английскому языку и Рабочей Программой по английскому 

языку для 9 класса и включает в себя задания по основным видам деятельности на уроках 

английского языка: чтение, лексика и грамматика. Проверяемые элементы содержания: 

1. Лексическая сторона речи(базовый уровень). 

2. Грамматическая сторона речи( видо-временные формы глагола, настоящее простое 

и длительное время, настоящее завершенное время, прошедшее длительное время, 

прошедшее завершенное время) (повышенный уровень). 

3. Работа с текстом. Чтение нужной или интересующей информации (базовый 

уровень).
